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In recent decades, the rapid growth of urbanization and neglecting the
qualitative aspects of human life have had adverse effects on the individual and
social well-being of cities. The aim of this study was to assess the quality of life
of citizens in Javadieh neighborhood of Bojnourd city. Accordingly, the
components of quality of life have been studied in terms of economic, social,
physical and environmental dimensions. The method of this applied study is
descriptive and analytical. The data collection method is documentary and field
study (questionnaire). The results of t-test indicate that the quality of
employment in income economic dimension, city environment in physical
dimension and the components of the city environment are not at the
appropriate level according to the citizens. The results of regression analysis
also show that the aspects of social and physical dimensions have the highest
effect on the quality of life of citizens with beta values of 0.76 and 0.634.
